What is a veteran? A short etymological excursion will explain the meaning.

The nomenclature comes into the English language in approximately 1509
meaning old, experienced soldier. The word derives from the Indo-European word
root wet- meaning year, which appears in Germanic *wer-ru, when it meant yearling.
The suffixed form *wet-es appears in Latin as vetus, meaning old, having many
years.! This is cognate to Greek étos, meaning year.

The first use in the English language when referring to a former member of the
armed forces or an ex-serviceman is in American English in 1789. The extended
meaning of a person who has had a long service in any position goes back to 1597.
The meaning of having had experience in war is traceable to 1611 and the meaning
of having grown old in service is first recorded in 1728.
